Rulemaking Overview
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The Process of Rule-making

o CR-101 – Initiating rulemaking – We Are Here!

o CR-102 – Formally proposing the rule and holding the public 
hearing

o CR-103 – Final adoption of the rule

Scope of rule-making:

o General cleanup

o Explore recommendations and input from interested parties

o Align with federal OTP regulations, remove duplication

o Implement 2E2SSB 5536 to develop rules for fixed-site 
medication units.
