Puget Sound Kidney Centers (PSKC) and DaVita, Incorporated (DaVita) both
sought a certificate of need for kidney dialysis stations in Skagit County. The Presiding
Officer found need for nine additional dialysis stations and awarded these stations to
PSKC. On appeal, Thurston County Superior Court Judge Christine Schaller set aside
the Presiding Officer’s Order and ruled that both PSKC and DaVita should be awarded
stations as equally as possible without exceeding the total number of stations projected
for the planning area. On September 5, 2014, Judge Schaller remanded this case back
to the Department of Health to take action within 30 days consistent with her judicial
review order. Accordingly, this case is remanded to the Department of Health’s
Certificate of Need Program to issue Certificates of Need to both PSKC and DaVita

consistent with Judge Schaller’s ruling.
