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1972 VITAL STATISTICS NARRATIVE FOR SUMMARY

GENERAL POPULATION:

The estimate of population for Washington State for 1972 was down four
tenths of one percent from the previous year's estimate. This very
small decline seems to be due to a probable readjustment of estimates
from an over-optimistic increase in the figure for 1971 over the 1970
census year, coupled with a continuing decline in births.

A comparison of the current estimates with the 1960 census shows a
19.8% increase in total population, with an increase of 0.9% in the
female proportion of the population to 50.6% of the total. When com~
pared by age groups, the percentage for each age group as a part of

the total population shows the expected decreases and increases that
reflect the birth data established in previous decades, the greater
number of people in the 0-14 year age groups of 1960 having moved to the
the 15-34 year age groups at present.

NATALITY

Resident livebirths dropped for the second straight year, recording a
loss of 12.8% from 1971 and resulted in a birthrate of 14.1 per thou-
sand population, the lowest since 1936. The years 1931 to 1935, in
the midst of a severe economic depression, had rates of less than
14.0 per thousand with the lowest rate in 1933, 12.9. By 1936 it
climbed to 14.0, and to 14.7 per thousand in 1941.

The fertility rate, the number of livebirths per 1000 women in the
childbearing age group of 15-44 years decreased drastically in the
last two years. In 1970 the rate was 85.2 per thousand women, while
in 1972 it was only 66.3 per thousand, the lowest since 1930, The
table shows the fertility rates for census years since 1910:

The fairly rapid decline in the occurrence of illegitimate livebirths
continued for the second year in a row. The 1972 total of 4111 is a
drop of 654 from 1971's 4765 illegitimate births, a decline of 13.7
percent. The previous year experienced a decline of 14.7 percent
from 1970. The preceding ten years had shown a continued increase in
illegitimacies, usually ten percent or more per year.

MORTALITY

Total mortality for Washington State in 1972 was 29,747, lower by 571
deaths, a 1.9Z drop from last year. The significance of this drop is
not great, inasmuch as increases or decreases of proportionate size
have been fairly common in the past, but statistically it gives us the
lowest crude death rate in 52 years--8.7 per 1000 population.

The leading causes of death, Heart Disease, Cancer, and all accidents
were down between one and two percent from last year. Diabetes with

a 7.1%Z drop and Bronchitis, Emphysema and Asthma, down 11.6 percent in
1972, were the leaders in the decline. Suicide again replaced Certain
Causes of Mortality in Early Infancy in the number ten spot. Increases
were recorded by Influenza and pneumonia, up 0.1%, Cerebrovascular
Disease up 1.8%, and Arteriosclerosis, up 3.0%Z from last year.

Infant mortality in 1972 exhibited both the lowest number of deaths

and the lowest rate per 1000 livebirths in state history, with 805
deaths and a rate of 16.7. The next lowest number of infant deaths

was 811 in 1933, which resulted in a rate of 38.8 deaths per 1,000
livebirths. The 1972 figure is listed for comparison in the following
table giving Infant Mortality and rates by 10~year intervals since 1910.

Maternal mortality remained in the very low category, a place it has
held for the last 10 years, with 6 deaths and a rate of only 1.2
deaths per 10,000 livebirths in 1972. It has not always been so, of
course. The deaths and rates were extremely high when compared to
the experience recorded since the end of World War II. The following
table and chart will allow the reader to compare these data.

The number of Fetal Deaths in 1972, as well as Infant Mortality,
followed the decline in birthrate as could be expected. However,
while the birthrate dropped by 12.8 percent, the fetal deaths were
lower by 25.4 percent, the rate dropping 1.5% from 10.4 to 8.9 per
1000 livebirths. This is both the lowest number and rate since
1910. A look at a graph of the fetal death rate shows a fairly
steady decline. _ :

MARRIAGE AND DIVORCE

There were 637 more marriages in Washington in 1972 than in 1971, an
increase of 1.6%. Of the total of 41,618 marriages, 80.5% (33,486)
were by religious ceremony, the remaining 19.5% being civil ceremonies.
This relationship of civil to religious ceremony has changed notice-
ably in the past 5 years. In the § Year period, religious ceremonies
as a percentage of the total increased.from 73.5% to 80.5%, while
civil ceremonies decreased from 26.5% to 19.5%. This represents a
‘percent change of plus 12.0% for religious ceremonies and minus 24.47
for civil ceremonies. :

In 32,859 of the marriages, both bride and groom were Washington State
residents at the time of the ceremony.

The number of divorces continued to rise, with an eight percent increase
from 1971 and a 30.2% increase from the 1968 level., 1In 1972 it is
estimated that a minimum of 27,372 children were affected by the

divorce of their parents, while there were 1371 divorces not stating

the involvement of children, if any. There were 6620 divorces report-
ing no children involved.
