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Group B public water systems serve fewer than 15 connections and fewer than 25 people. At present,
13,400 Group B water systems provide drinking water to 2 percent of the state’s population. They are not
subject to the requirements of the federal Safe Drinking Water Act. As such, regulating these systems has
always been a challenge for us. Historically, to implement the Group B Program, we relied on working
partnerships with local health jurisdictions (LHJs).

From 1995 through 2013, State Board of Health Rules provided a way for applicants to obtain approval for
a new or expanding Group B public water system that required treatment for a health-based drinking water
contaminant. Under these rules, LHJs had several options for participating in Group B oversight:

e Create a local ordinance at least as stringent as the Board Rules.

e Implement the Board Rules through delegated authority from us.

¢ Provide technical assistance to Group B applicants and owners without any regulatory responsibility.
