NATALITY

General birth rates 1

The general birth rate in the State of Washington during 1937 was 14.7 per 1,000
estimated population, and in 1946 the rate incressed to 25.3 per 1,000 estimated '
population, This was a 72 percent increase over the beginning of the ten-year
period,

The vital index for 1937 and 1946 was 132.6 and 240.2 respectively, which
means that for every 100 deaths there were 133 births, or a net gain of approxi-
mately 6,200 individuals in the population in 1937. 1In 1946 there were 240 births
for every 100 deaths, or a net gain of approximately 30,300 individuals in the
state population, exclusive of migration,

1946_natality?

During thc year 1946 a total of 51,941 infants werc born to mothers having
residence in the State of Washington, a birth rate of 25,3 births per 1,000 esti-
mated populatione The total mumber of births and the rate represent the greatest
number of births ever recorded in the state during one year. Thorc was an increase
of 5,797 in the number of births and & rate incronse of 3.5 per 1,000 estimated
population over that of the year 1945, - The average mumber of births to residents

‘6T year during the preceding five-year period of 1941 through 1945 was 40,492,

The greatest number of births during any onc month in 1946 occurred in the
month of October with 5,300 births being allocated to that month, whereas the great-
est number of births being filed during any onc month of 1946 was in the month of
November when 5,758 births were received by the state office. This dirference of
458 birth records is an outstanding example of the lag in registration which oc—
curred throughout the yeor,

The highest birth rate during 1946 was that of 52.2 per 1,000 estimated popula-
tion in rural Kitsap County, The lowcst birth rates were observed in Asotin and
Garficld Counties, each of which had a rate of 15,5 births per 1,000 estimated
population, :

During the year of 1946 the highest birth rate for cities of 10,000 or more
population was observed in the City of Yakima, which had a birth rate of 32.2 per
1,000 estimcted population. The lowest birth rate for cities of this class wns that
of 16,6 per 1,000 estimated population for the City of Vancouver. The birth rate by
residence for all rural areas within the state was 26,9 as compared with a rate of
2348 for all cities of 10,000 or morec population., The greatcst number of births
which occurred within any one areca was 10,537 in the City of Seattle, the largest
registration area in the state.

Comparison of livebirths by residence of mother showed that 48.8 percent of the
infants were born to mothers who resided in urban? areas and 51.2 percent were born
"o mothers who resided in rural3 areas. These figures may be compared with the per-

Livebirths by age of motherl

Sixty-four percent of infants born in the State of Wnshington during 1946 were
born to mothers between 20 and 30 years of age. Less than one percent of all in-
fants were born to mothers 45 years of age or older. Moreover, only 13 of a total
of 51,941 infants were born to mothers under 15 years of age. More than one~third
(34.6%) of all infants were born to mothers 20 to 25 years of age. The generally
- accepted child-bearing ages (15 to 49 years) of mothers accounted for approximately
99.9 percent of all infants born in the state during 1946,

Livebirths by _age of fatherd

The ages of the fathers of the 51,941 infants born to mothers who resided in
the State of Washington in 1946 extended from the under 15-year age group to the
'60-year-and-over age group. Less than one percent of the mothers of these infants
were in the age group 45 years and over whereas 3.4 percent of the fathers of the
infants were in this age group. -

Fathers of 31.2 percent of the infants were in the age group 25 to 29 years,
22.8 percent were in the age group 30 to 34 years, and 20.0 percent werc in the age
group 20 to 24 years. The fathers of approximatcly three-fourths of the infants
were between the ages of 20 and 35 years. ' :

8irths by attendant3

Of the ‘51,941 livebirths, 97,0 percent, or 50,407, were attended by doctors of
medicine; 2,7 percent, or 1,385,-by osteopathic physicians; the remaining 0.3 per-
cent were attended by sanipractors, midwives, and others. These percentages compare
very favorably with the most recent statistics (1940) for the United States Registra-
tion Area. Published reports of the National Office of Vital Statistics show that
93.5 percent of the livebirths in the United States were attended by physicians, 6.1
percent by midwives, and 0.3 percent by other and not specified attendants.

Multiple births*

It is noted that 588 mothers gave birth to twins, three mothers gave birth to
triplets, and one mother gave birth to quadruplets, On the basis of these figures
it might be expected that ane out of every one hundred pregnancies will result in o
miltiple birth, _ o ,

Premature birthsb

Of the 51,941 livebirths, 3,681 had a gestation period of 8 months or less.
This represents a rate of 70.9 per 1,000 livebirths. This method of determining
prematurity has been used rather than the weight and length eriteria due to the in-
adequacy of the reporting of this informction on the birth certificate.

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Urban centers of 10,000 or more population with a rate of 79,7 premature births
per 1,000 livebirths had a higher rate than the rural areas which had a prematurity
“te of 62.4. The City of Tacoma had the highest rate, 111.8 premature births per

,000 livebirths; Wenatchee, with a rate of 19.1, had the lowest.

Of the 3,681 premature births to mothers residing in the State of Washington
3,625, or 98,5 percent, were attended by doctors of medicine; 47, or 1.3 percent,
by osteopathic physicians; 2, or 0.1 percent, by sanipractors; 3, or 0,1 percent,
were emergency deliveries; and 3, or 0.1 percent, were attended by other persons,
Thus, 3,675 of these births, or 99.8 percent, were attended by persons having train-
ing in obstetrics.

It is further observed that 1,239, or 33.7 percent, of the premture births
were to women between the ages of 20 and 24 years; 1,029, or 28,0 percent, were
between the ages of 25 and 29 years; 613, or 16,7 percent, were between the ages
of 30 and 34 years; and 397, or 10,8 percent, were between the ages of 15 and 19
years, : | _

Livebirths ofviilegitimate parentagel

During 1946 there were 1,290 livebirths of illcgitimate parentage, or 24.8 per
1,000 1ivebirths. In other words, approximately one out of every 51 livebirths was
in this group. This represents a two percent decrease from the rate of 25,3 for the
year 1945. More births of illegitimnte parentage were to mothers residing in cities
of 10,000 or more population than to those living in rural areas. The urban rate was
31.7 compared with an 18,3 rural rate, '

Of the 1,290 births in this classification to mothers who resided in the State
of Washington 1,228, or 95.2 percent, wore attended by doctors of medicine; 44, or
344 percent, by osteopaths; 10, or 0.8 percent, by sanipractors; 6, or 0.5 percent,
were emergency deliveries; and 2, or 0.1 percent, were attended by other or not
stated persons, Of these births 1,282, or 99.4 percent, were attended by persons
having training in obstetrics.

In studying births of illegitimate parentage by age of the mothers, it is ob-
served that 522, or 40,5 percent, of these births were to women in the age group 20
through 2/ years; 432, or 33.5 percent, were to women in the age group of 15 through
19 years; and 203, or 15.7 percent, were to women in the age group of 25 through 29
years. It is further noted that 89,7 percent of these births were to women between
‘the ages of 15 and 29 years, '

Birth injuries?

For lack of definite statement of birth_injury on a large number of certificates
received by the public health statistics section, this office has hesitated to prlace
an interpretation on the statistics presented in Table XII.

Congenital malformations3

Similarly, no interpretation has been given to Table XIII due to lack of ade-
1wte reporting of this item as it appears on the Standard Certificate of Livebirth,
vith the increased interest being shown in congenitally manlformed children this itenm,
- if properly reported; would comprise one of the most worthwhile indices of the extent

of crippling conditions of infants at birth,

Antenatal serologic tests were reported for the mothers of 49, 900 or 96 per-’
cent of the 51,941 livebirths during 1946. Seventy-four percent of these tests were
performed before the fifth month of pregnancy while 19 percent were performed durirg
or after the fifth month of pregnancy. In 1,439 cases, or 2,8 percent, the periods
during pregnancy in which the blood tests were performed were not stated, No sero-
logic tests were recorded for 2,041, or 3.9 percent of the total livebirths.

Syphilis was indicated in a total of 222 mothers, a rate of 4.3 per 1,000 live-
birthse 1In the tests given before the fifth month of pregnancy, syphilis was found .
in the mothers of 102 of the 38,667 livebirths. This resulted in a rate of 2.6 per
1,000 livebirths, In the tests given during or after the fifth month of pregnancy,

As the purpose of the serologic test is to discover syphilis in its early
stages when most effective treatment cen be given to the expectant mother and her
unborn child, it is noted that 110, or nearly 50 percent of those mothers having
syphilis were not discovered before the fifth month of pregnancy but were dis-
covered later in pregnancy,

General death rategl

A total of 21,995 gertificates of desth was filed with the public health sta-
tistics section for the year 1946, giving the state an annual death rate of 10,7
rer 1,000 estimated population, In allocating the deaths to residence of decedent,
this figure was reduced to 21,620 deaths, or a rate of 10.5 per 1,000 estimated
. population. While this was the greatest number of deaths ever recorded in the
State of Washington during any one year, the rate was the same as that experienced
in 1945, However, this rate was 4.7 percent higher than the provisional death rate
of 10,0 per 1,000 estimated population in the United States Registration Area dur-
ing 1946, ‘ :

The trend in the general death ratekduring the ten-year period, 1937 to 1946,
" showed a 5,4 percent decline from 11.1 to 10,5 per 1,000 estimated population.
| Table I shows the general death rates from 1910 through 1946 in the state.

Leading causes of death?

Figure 5 shows the number of deaths and corresponding rates for the ten lead-.
ing causes of death in the state in 1946. It is observed that diseases associated
with old age agtin lead the 1list of causes of death, Diseases of the heart, with

"death rate of 343,2 per 100,000 estimated population, lead this 1list followed by
vancer (135.,4), cerebrovascular accidents (94,4), nephritis (47.8), influenza and
pneumonia (42.0), tuberculosis (3402), prematurity (32.7), motor vehicle accidents
(28.5), diabetes mellitus (23.4), and suicide (16.8). These ten leading causes
accounted -for 75.7 percent of all deaths during the year with the first four men-
tioned causing 58,9 percent..ef the total deaths, With the exception of tuberculosis,
nephritis, influenza and pbneumonia, the death rates for Washington were higher than
the corresponding rates for the United States Registration Area,

The trends of death rates due to the degenerative diseases of the middle- and
older-aged populations have shown decisive increases. These increases can be ex~
plained for the most part by two factors: (1) a larger percentage. of the popula-
tion now lives through the younger age groups to become amenable to the degenera-
tive diseases; and (2) facilities and techniques for the diagnosis of diseases of
the heart, cancer, and intracranial lesions have been improved.

The death rate from disease of the heart has experienced the tremendous in-
crease of 86,7 in 1910 to 33,2 per 100,000 estimated population in 1946, This
increase assumed a ratio of one to four, which means that for every death from
disease of the heart in 1910 there were four in 1946, Likewise, the death rate
from all forms of cancer has increased from 51,7 in 1910 to 135..4 per 100,000 esti-
mated population in 1946, a ratio of one to 2.64 Death rates from intracranial

lesions of vascular origin resulted in a ratio of one to two for the same period.

Forecasts of several specific mortality rates to give some indication of what

A specific mortality rate as great as 400 per 100,000 population can be ex~
pected from diseases of the heart by the year 1960, This would cause & loss of -
life in the state from this group of diseases in excess of 10,000 persons annually
instead of the 7,037 deaths recorded in 1946.

A specific mortality rate as great as 165 per 100,000 population can be ex-
pected from cancer by the year 1960, This would cause & loss of life in the state
from all forms of cancer in excess of 4,000 persons instead of the 2,776 deaths
recorded in 1946. '

It is anticipated that with increased education of the laity and the profes-
sions to obtain early diagnosis and early adequate treatment, the mortality rate
from cancer will be apprsciably lower than that rate which has been projected for _
1960, It is hoped, in addition, that fundamental discoveries in the cause, methods
of diagnosis and treatment of cancer will still further effect & reduction of the
death rate, ' :

A specific mortality rate as great as 125 per 100,000 population can be ex-
pected from intracranial lesions of vascular origin by the year 1960. This would
cause a loss of life in the state from this group of diseases in excess of 3,000
persons anmually instead of the 1,936 deaths recorded in 1946.

It is observed from Tables XVIand XVII that the death rate from nephritis has
varied from year to year but has remained in the modified range of 50 to 70 per
100,000 estimated population throughout the 37-year period 1910 to 1946, except -
for the year 1932 when the rate rose to an all-time high of 79.2. Pneumonia has
shown a decline of almost 100 percent of its mortality rate, and tuberculosis mor-
tality has been reduced two-thirds within this period.

Deaths by attendantl-

Of the 21,620 residents of the State of Washingtonvwhose deaths were feported :

during the year, 19,882 were attended by doctors of medicine, 6 by chiropractors,
227 by osteopathic physicians, 9 by sanipractors, 1360by coroners, 98 by health
officers, and 38 by other and unspecified attendants.

Deaths by place of death?

Of the deaths reported 11,671 occurred in hospitals, 11,316 in other institu-
- tions, 7,177 in private homes, 3 while at work, and 1,433 at all other places.
Table XXI shows the distribution by place of death for each county and major city
with percentages shown for the state totals only,

- Tuberculosis morbidity and mortality3

During the period 1937 through 1946 there was & marked increase in the number
of cases of tuberculosis reported within the State of Washington. During the same

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period, howsver, the numbor of deaths resulting from this disease decreased, In
1937 there were 1,569 cases and 750 deaths from tuberculosis, a ratio of 2 .cases
to each death, In 1946 there were 2,597 cases and 702 deaths from this disease, a
ratio of approximately 4 cases to each desth., The increased ratio between number
of reported cases and deaths from tuberculosis may be partially explained by the
increased emphasis that has been placed on case finding and the subsequent treat-
ment of the disease while in its early stages.

In 1946 the highest rate of death from tuberculosis, 80,5 per 100,000 esti-
mated population, occurred in persons 75 years of age or older., The lowest rate,
6.0, occurred in children 5 through 14 years of age. It is significant that over
the age of 25 years the number of male deaths sharply increased over the rumber of
female deaths, Figure 8 shows the divergence between male and female deaths, and
further points out that the number of male and femele deaths combined approached &
pecX in the 35 through 44 year age group, remained fairly constant through the 55
to G4 yeer age group, and then sharply declined. The smaller population in these
latter age groups, however, produced a relatively higher death rate per 100,000
estimated population than that in the lower age groups.

- In view of the trend in tuberculosis mortality prior to and includihg the year
1946 in the state, and subject to the implications of forces stated on page 46 of
this report, a forecast relative to tuberculosis mortality in the state is released,

If the specific mortality rate of 108.4 from tuberculosis in 1910 had prevailed
in 1946, there would have been approximately 2,200 deaths from this cause instead
of the 702 recorded during 1946, Conservative indications show that by 1960 the
specific mortality from tuberculosis ecan be expected to reach 20 per 100,000 esti-
mted population. If this objective is achieved, there would be about 500 deaths
annually instead of the 702 recorded in 1946, en additional saving of perhaps 200
lives amnually over the 1946 experience, - ,

Developments on the horizon give public health officials in the state visions
of reducing mortality from tubérculosis in the state to ten or less per 100,000
estimated population by 1960, Realization of this goal would mean a loss of 250
persons from this cause annually instesd of the 702 recorded in 1946, In other
words, there would be a saving of about 450 additional lives annually over the ex-

perience in 1946,

Accidental deathsy

Nearly 60 percent of all accidental deaths in the state during 1946 occurred
in public places while only five percent occurred in industrial areas, Motor ve-
hicles caused over half of the accident fatalities which ocecurred in public places
while only 32 percent of &ll accidental deaths were caused by motor vehicles,

Twenty-one percent of all deaths from accidental means were attributed to
accidental fall, Sixty-two percent of all deaths from accidental fall occurred ifi
homes and 29 percent occurred in public places.

Deaths from accidental drowning was the third largest group of accidental
deathe., Mortality from this cause totaled 149, or eight percent of all accidental
deaths.. The rate per 100,000 estimated population in 1946 was 7.3, or 19 percent
higher than the 1945 rate of 6.2. :

Accidents claimed the lives of 341 persons 75 years of agé or older., The _
estimated population in this age group was 52,003, which produced an age and cause

‘hese mortality rates appear higher than other specific mortality rates. However,
che rates for accidental deaths were limited to specific age groups while the rates
for other leading causes have been calculated for all age groups combined and are
specific for cause only.

Infant mortalityl

, The trend in the infant mortality rate in the State of Washington from 1910 to
1946 has revealed a reduction of almost two-thirds. These rates were 93.5 and 33,2
per 1,000 livebirths respectively. , . .

Figure 9 shows that deaths attributed to premature birth, the leading cause,
accounted for approximately one-third of all infant deaths during the period of -
1942 through 1946, Congenital malformation was the second largest cause of infant
deaths during this five-year interval,

There were 1,737 infants under one year of age who died in the state during
1946, and since 52,772 infants were born in the state during this period, the in-
fant mortality rate by place of occurrence was 32.8 per 1,000 livebirths, By
allocation to residence of the mother, there were 1,723 infant deaths ., and 51,941
livebirths, producing a resident infant mortality rate of 33.2 per 1,000 livebirths.

During 1946 over one-third of all infant deaths were infants within the first
day of life, It is common knowledge that premature birth was the greatest offender
‘n this group. Within the first month of life, the neonatal period, premature
4Arth accounted for 51 percent of all infant deaths, This percentage is unfavor-
able when compared with the national figure of 46 percent in 1945,

Maternal mortalit22

Column 10 of Table I shows a consistent downward trend in the maternal mor—
tality rate for the 37-year period shown. Table XXVIIsets forth the number of
maternal deaths which ocecurred in the years 1940 through 1946, by cause, with the
percentage each cause comprised of the total. It is of interest to note that in
fection during childbirth and the puerperium caused the highest percentage of
maternal deaths except for the years 1942 and 1946. In each of these years
puerperal toxemia (exeluding death before delivery) was the leading cause of
maternal mortality.

The comparative rank of the causes of maternal death for the years 1942
through 1946 is shown in Figure 10. In this figure all causes have been grouped
into four main classes. It is observed that septicemia ranked first in 1943 and
1945, While hemorrhage was fourth during the years 1942 through 1945, it is note-
worthy that it was second- in 1946.

Diseases of childbirth and the puerperium took the lives of 66 mothers in the
state during 1946, resulting in a maternal mortality rate of 1,2 per 1,000 live-
births, The number of mothers who were residents of the state and died of this
ause was 65, a resident maternal mortality rate of 1.2. This state rate compared
-avorably with the latest available national fate of.2.1 for the yeai 1945,

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It is"very important to bear in mind when considering statistics such as pre-
sented in maternal mortality rates that such rates are congiderably affected by the
chance variation 4nherent in small mmbers, One or two maternal deaths in a
_ sparsely populated area may increase or decrease the observed rate beyond certain

In 1946, maternal mortality in the state by age groups showed & variation from
0.6 per 1,000 livebirths to mothers in the specific age group 15 to 19 years, to
6.1 per 1,000 livebirths to mothers in the specific age group 40 years and older.
The smallest number of livebirths (986) in any age group of mothers was to those
40 years and older. The two age groups which revealed very low rates (the 20 to
24 and the 25 to 29 year groups) showed the highest number of births, 17,972 and
15,292 respectively, , '

Stillbirthsl

. The trend in the stillbirth rate in the State of Washington during the 37-year
period, 1910 through 1946, was a favorable one. In 1910, the rate was 35.4 per
1,000 livebirths as compared with a rate of 16.7 per 1,000 livebirths in 1946, 1In
this period of time, the stillbirth rate improved by a ratio of more than two to
one, - - _

The stillbirth rate by place of occurrence during 1946 was 17,0 per 1,000
livebirths, and by residence of mother was 16,7 per 1,000 livebirths. Disease in,
or accident to the mother (toxemia, albuminuria and antepartum hemorrhage) caused
almost one-third of all stillbirths in this year. Two hundred eighty-two, or 32.5
. percent of the 869 stillbirths, were in this groupe The next highest cause of
stillbirth was death to the fetus by injury or other ceuse (inertia or rupture of
“terus, prolapse, compression and thrombosis of cord, malpresentation and difficult
.abor), which caused 21.8 percent of the total number of stillbirths. Abortion,
miscarriage and premature birth caused 12,6 percent, and anomalies of the fetus,
placenta and cord caused 9.2 percent of the stillbirths.
