_ o POPULATION
1948 population
" The civilian population of the State of Washington in 1948 has been estimated
at 2,148,000, This figure excludes members of the armed forces stationed in the
State and military persomnel from Washington stationed outside the State. There
were thirty-three cities having estimated populations of 2,500 to 10,000; fifteen

cities baving estimated populations of 10,000 to 100,000; and three cities having
estimated populations in excess of 100,000.1 :

Of the total population 891,500, or 415 per cent, lived in areas having no
cities of more than 2,500 population whereas 58,5 per cent of the State's popula-
tion lived in cities of 2,500 or more population, It was estimated that 158,400
~persons lived in cities of 2,500 to 10,000 population, comprising 1246 per cent of
the total urban population. The 333,400 persons living in cities of 10,000 to
100,000 population constituted 26.5 per cent of the total urban population, The
remaining 60.9 per cent or 764,700 of the urban population resided in the three
major city areas of more than 100,000 population. Of the rural population 14.1
‘per cent were non-farm and 85,9 per cent were farm members, ,

A percentage distribution of the State's population in 1948 indicated that the
age group 15 to 24 years contained the highest percentage, 17.4, with the age group
‘e 14 years ranking second with 16,7 per cente The age group 65 years and over
4 the smallest percentage of the population, 7,1 per-cent, with the age group
0 through 4 ranking next to the }owest with 7.8 per cent of the total population.3

Population trends

In a population forecast for the State of Washington prepared by the Office of
Population Research of the University of Washington and published by the Pacific
Coast Board of Intergovernmental Relations in 1949 a steady increase in the age

through 29 years, This forecast conaidered the trends in population in the State
frém 1890 through 1948 and forecasts the population groupings for the years 1950

and 1960, 4 population of approximately 3,218,000 is forecast for the year 1960
if the State's population tends to increase at its present rate, 4

1948 Natality

Final tabulations of the rmumber of livebirths in the Stete of Washington during
1948 show 57,045 of these events reported, Allocations by residence reduced this
total to 55,460 livebirths %o methers whose residence was within this State, The
respective birth rates by ogcurrence and place of residence were 26,6 and 25.8 per
1,000 estimated population.

Age of mother

Of the infants born to resident mothers of the State of Washington 63.2 per
cent were to mothers between the ages of 20 and 30 years, Of these births 34,1
per cent were to mothers between the ages of 20 and 25 years while 29,1 per cent
were to mothers between the ages of 25 and 30 years., There were 30 births to
mothers under 15 years of age and 46 births to mothers 45 years and over., There
were 28,255 male and 27,205 female births, Mothers in the age groups 20 to 24,
25 %o 29, 30 to 34, and 40 to 44 years gave birth to more male infants whereas
those in the age groups under 15, 15 to 19, 35 to 39, and 45 years and over gave
birth to more femsle infants.

: Of the births by place of residence 54,157, or 97.6 per cent, were attended
by medieal physicians; 1,204, or 2.2 per cent, were attended by osteopathe; and
98, or 0.2 per cent, were attended by other persons., 7 '

Place of birth

The greater portion of the births in Washington occurred in institutions having
facilities for the care of mothers and infants, Of the total number of resident .
livebirths 96,8 per cent occurred in general hospitals, 1.8 per cent occurred in
materhigy homes, and less than 2 per cent occurred in private homes and other
places. -

Multiple births .

4 total of 633 multiple births to resident mothers was recorded during 1948,
Of this number there were four sets of triplets, Multiple births constituted 1,1
per cent of the total number of livebirths, or approximately one out of every 100
livebirths was a multip%e birth., This figure represents a decline from the 1947
figure of 2,1 per cent. ' o

Illegitimate parentage

- Distribution of births by marital status of the parents disclosed 1,125, or
2.0 per cent of the total number of livebirths, issued from illegitimate parentage.
" The year 1948 showed a slight reduction in the over-all rate for this type of birth
from that of the preceding year., Of the 30 births to mothers under 15 years of
age, 16, or 53,3 per cent, were of illegitimate parentage., Of the total births to
mothers in the age group of 15 through 19 years, 431, or 6,7 per cent, were of this
parentage, and in the age group 20 through 24 years, 389, or 2,0 per cent, were of
this parentage. There were 165 illegitimate births to mothers in the age group 25
through 29 years, which represented 1,0 per cent of the total births to mothers in
this age group.16 . :

Premature births

There was a total of 4,382 premature births in 1948 with = rate of 79.0 per
1,000 livebirths. While the largest number of premature births, 1,399, were to
mothers in the age group 2C through 24 years,-the largest percentage of premature
births, 8,9 per cent, was to mothers in the age group 30 through 34 years. The
percentage of premature livebirths in the State of Washington during 1948 was 7,9

per cent, which was higher than the 1947 figure of 6.9 per cent and the 1946 figure
of 7.1 per cent,11 ) : :

Congenital malformations

Of the total resident livebirths reported during 1948, 562, or 1,0 per cent,
~ere reported as congenitally malformed infants. This percentage of malformation

was the same as the figure of 1.0 per cent for 1947 but slightly higher than the
0.9 per cent for 1946, < » .

A slightly higher percentage of malformation was noted in the rural area popu~-
lation than the urban areas. These percentages were 1,1 end 0,9 respectively,
The importance of this as a reportable item lies in the fact that here we have a
basic index of future children who have physicial impairment which may lend them-
selves to correction. Many of these impairments can be totally corrected if the
need is discovered and proper therapy applied at the earliest moment possible,1?

Pfenatal serclogy

Washington statute requires that a prenatal blood test be made on all pregnant
women, Of the tests made in 1948, there were 143 which showed a positive serology
and in which the physicians.in attendance made & diegnosis of syphilis being
present. Of the women of the white race listed 0,2 per cent were diagnosed as
syphilitic while 2.5 per cent of the mothers of other races were diagnosed as
syphilitic, While the percentage of white women found with syphilis remained
fairly constant with that of 1947, there was a 30,6 per cent reduction of syphil~-
itic findings among the non-white race during this period.13

Birth trends

During the ten-year period of 1939 through 1948 there has been a marked in-
crease in the birth rate of the State of Washington, The peak of registration
was reached in 1947 and a slight decline from %he peak was observed in 1948, The
decline, hewever, did not resop the 1946 rate level.i’ ° '

Prior to 1943 the Washington State birth rates were relatively lower than
those for the United States Registration Area, However, the rates for 1943 and
Succeeding years show a higher birth rate for the State than those for the United
States Registration Area, Theae figures can be interpreted to mean that a younger
and virile age group are migrating to the State a8 evidenced by the population in-

MORTALITY

1948 general mortality

A total of 22,301 certificates of death were received by the section during
the year 1948, This gave the State of Washington an occurrence rate of 10.4 deaths
per 1,000 estimated population. Of the total number of death records filed during
1948, 21,925 were listed as residents of Washington. The rate by plece of resi-
dence was 10,2 per 1,000 estimated population.l S

Leading causes of death

The leading causes of death arranged in rank order were diseases of the heart,
cancer and other malignant tumors, cerebrovascular accidents, nephritis, influenza
and pneumonia, prematurity, tuberculosis, motor vehicle accidents, diabetes melli-
tus, suicides, and arteriosclerosis, A decline in rate from the 1947 figure was

noted for all leading causes but influenza and pneumonia.l

The leading causes of death do not assume the same rank order when studied by -
- specific age groups, In the age group one through 24 years deaths due to motor
vehicle accidents rank as the leading cause, while heart diseases claim the most
lives from 25 years of age and over. R

Analysis of the leading causes of death reveals that in only one cause,
dlabetes mellitus, do female deaths excoed those of males. More than two times as
many males as females die of tuberculosis and suicide while more than three times
- a8 many males as females die from motor vehicle accidents, Of the total deaths
61,0 per cent were males and 39,0 per cent were females,l

Deaths by attendant

Of the total number of resident deaths 20,261, or 92.4 per cent, were attended
by medical physicians; 1,453, or 6.6 per cent, were coroner cases; and 181, or 0,8
per cent, were attended by osteopathic physicians, This wes a slight increase over
the 92.3 per cent attended by medical physicians in 1947.18 - :

Deaths by type of institution

Of the 21,925 resident deaths during 1948 10,491, or 47.8 per cent, occurred
in institutions classified as hospitals; 7,754, or 35.4 per cent, occurred in pri-
vate homes; 1,218, or 5.6 per cent, occurred in nursing homes; 916, or 4.2 per cent,
occurred in mental institutions; and the remsinder died in other types of special
institutions or places. Nearly 60 per cent of all deaths occurred in institutions
giving professional care, '

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Operation and autopsy

A total of 934 persons died on whom an operation had been performed within six
months of death. In addition to this nunter 323 deaths were recorded on which an
operation and an autopsy had been performed. There were 3,054 deaths where an
autopsy alone was performed. Thus a total of 4,311 decedents had either or both
en operation or autopsy. This total represents only 19,7 per cent of the total
number of deaths in which effort was made to determine the cause of death other
than by regular diagnostic procedures.<0 : ‘

Disposition of bodies

Of the 21,925 deaths during 1948 14,853 bodies were interred in the grounds of
places designated as cemeteries, 3,920 bodies were cremated, and 3,147 bodies were
removed from Washington for disposition elsewhere., The five bodies for which no
place or method of disposition was indicated were presumptive deaths in that the
persons disappeared in lekes or rivers and the bodies were not recovered.<?

Accidental deaths.

Accidents accounted for 1,749 deathe in the State of Washington during 1948.
Of this number 13.4 per cent occurred at the place of occupation of the deceased,
37.0 per cent occurred in the home, 44.7 per cent occurred in public places, 1.1 pe:
cent occurred on farms, and 3.8 per cent occurred in unspecified places, Motor
vehicle accidents accounted for the largest number of accidentsl deaths injury by
fall was second, followed by drownings and absorption of poisonous gas.é

INFANT MORTALITY

1948 infant mortality

In 1948, 1,546 deaths of infants under one year of age occurred in the State
of Washington. Allocation by mother's residence reduced the final count to 1,525
infant deaths and a rate of 27,5 deaths per 1,000 livebirths,23 ‘

Premature birth was the leading cause of death among these infants and ac-
counted for 38.4 per cent of the total number. Congenital malformations were
listed as causing 14.8 per cent, injury at birth caused 12.1 per cent, congenital
debility and other diseases peculiar to the first year of life caused 11,3 per
cent, influenza and pneumonia caused 8,5 per cent, and accidental death caused
5.1 per cent of the infant deaths,R4

Percentage increases .were noted in the number of infants dying in 1948 from
premature birth, influenza and pneumonia, and accidental deaths over comparable
figures for the year 1947. Deaths from congenital mlformations, injury at birth,
and other diseases Eeculiar to the first year of life showed percentage decreases
during this period.25 '

Area Digtribution

While 51.4 per cent of the livebirths were to mothers listed as residing in
sural areas of the State and 48.6 per cent were to mothers residing in urban areas,
5444 per cent of the infant deaths were allocated to rural areas and 45.6 per cent
were in urban areas. Of the total number of resident infant deaths 40.8 per cent
were within the first day of life and 28,0 per cent died between the first day and
the end of the first week of life. Of those dying within the first day of life
51.3 per cent were infants born to mothers of rural residence and 48.7 per cent
were infants born to mothers of urban residence. These same percentages held true
for the infants dying between the first day and end of the first week of life,26

Five-year trends

During the period of 1944 through 1948 the infant mortality trend was that
the largest percentage of infant deaths continued to be classified in the five
leading causes of death., The influenza and pneumonia group was the one exception
in that it experienced a downward trend throughout the period with an increase
noted for 1948 only. This increase, however, did not reach the high percentage
figure which was established in 1944.27 : ~

MATERNAL MORTALITY

1948 maternal mortality

4 record low of 39 maternal deaths were reported in the State of Washington
uring 1948. Of this number 36 deaths were women whose residence was in this
State. The rates per 1,000 livebirths were 0,7 and 0.6 respectively, 28 '

The five leading causes of maternal deaths were hemorrhage of childbirth and
the puerperium, 9; infection during childbirth and the puerperium, 6; puerperal
toxemias,(excluding death before delivery), 6; toxemias of pregnancy (death before
delivery), 4; and other diseases and accidents of pregnancy (death before delivery),
4o These five causes accounted for 29 of the 36 deaths of mothers with Washington
residence.<9

Of the women dying in childbirth 14 were in the age group 20 through 24 years;
ten were in the age group 25 through 29 years, five were in the age group 30
through 34 years; four were in the age group 35 through 39 years; and three were
in the age group 40 through 44 years of age,

STILLBIRTHS

1948 stillbirths

A total of 790 stillbirths were reported as occurring in the State of Washing-
ton during 1948. Allocation to residence of the mother in Washington reduced this
figure to 776, The occurrence rate was 13.8 as compared with a resident rate of

Of the stillbirths reported 27,8 per cent were to women in the age group 25
through 29 years, 24.7 per cent were in the age group 20 through 24 years, and
21l.1 per cent were in the age group 30 through 34 years, Diseases in or accidents
to the mother accounted for 34,3 per cent of the 8tillbirths, and deaths of the.
fetus by injury or other causes accounted for 21.9 per cent. In 1446 per cent of
the stillbirths the cause was not stated or the condition causing the stillbirth
was not known,>

Five~year trends

In computing the five-year average stillbirth rate for each county a median
rate of 14.6 per 1,000 livebirths was established in the State of Washington.
Ferry County had the highest five-year average rate of 24.9 per 1,000 livebirths
whereas Garfield County had the lowest rate of 3¢4 per 1,000 livebirths, For every
1,000 livebirths occurring in the State'during the five-year period 1944 through
1948 there were approximately 15 stillbirths, 23
