that documentation/records apply to all types of services provided by an
agency, not just agencies providing assessments and counseling/therapy
services.

e Added a definition of “face-to-face” to clarify that this can occur either
in-person or via synchronous video conferencing.

e Added a definition of “behavioral health service” to describe the
services that can be provided under a certification category, per the
certification structure proposed in this phase of rulemaking.

e Amended the definition of “progress notes” to clarify that
documentation should include the individual’s participation in and
response to support services.

e Added a definition of “peer support.”

Updated terminology pertaining to clinical records.*

Removed a sentence pertaining to license renewal for the purpose of
conciseness.

No changes were made to this WAC section.

246-341-0310 Agency licensure and certification—
Deeming.

Updated to reflect broader certification and individual services structure
proposed in this phase of rulemaking.

246-341-0320 Agency licensure and certification—
On-site reviews and plans of correction.

No changes were made to this WAC section, other than updating
terminology.*

246-341-0335 Agency licensure and certification—
Denials, suspensions, revocations, and penalties.

Amended to allow the department to take regulatory action on a specific
individual service if needed. This allows the department the ability to
take regulatory action on an individual service rather than an entire
certification.

246-341-0342 Agency licensure and certification—
Off-site locations.

Added language to clarify that a BHA may provide certified services from
a mobile unit under an existing license.

Reorganized the section so that the definitions of “off-site” and
“established off-site location” are in (2) (a) and (b), rather than in (3) (a)
and (b).

Added a definition of “mobile unit” to describe a vehicle from which
behavioral health services are provided at a non-permanent location.

Added language that requires that agencies notify the department
before operating a mobile unit under their license and describes the
information that must be provided as part of the notification.
Included that opioid treatment programs operating a mobile narcotic
treatment program must comply with federal requirements.

Amended to specify that a fee applies when an SUD agency adds a
certification rather than an individual service. Note: there is no add
service fee for mental health services. Fees will be addressed in a future
rules project still TBD.

Clarified that agencies certified for inpatient/residential mental health
services pay fees based on annual service hours. This certification
replaces the need for RTFs to be certified for outpatient services in which
the fees are based on annual service hours. The intent is that this new
certification will not change the fee amount that these agencies are
currently paying.

Removed subsection (2), which describes the types of payment methods
the department will accept. This information is not needed in rule and
will be provided either on the application, on the web, or both.

Incorporated language from WAC 246-341-0900 for the documentation
requirements in subsection (2) which is a new requirement for SUD
telephone support.

Removed the requirement for SUD crisis staff to have 40 hours of SUD
training and replaced with training staff to identify and respond to
individuals in crisis.

Incorporated language from subsection (3) of WAC 246-341-0748 for the
requirement in subsection (4). This states that an agency providing crisis
telephone support services for substance use disorder must ensure a
professional appropriately credentialed to provide substance use
disorder treatment is available or on staff twenty-four hours a day, seven
days a week.

Residential and inpatient
voluntary mental health is a new individual service not captured in WAC.
Residential and inpatient SUD incorporates specific residential SUD
services previously called out in WAC such as recovery house, intensive
inpatient, etc.

Moved language pertaining to seclusion and restraint to WAC 246-341-
1131.

Incorporated the requirements in WAC 246-341-1108 pertaining to
substance use disorder residential services for youth. These
requirements are now found in subsections (3)(e) through (h) and are a
new requirement for mental health facilities. This includes training
requirements, room checks, documentation, and provision of academic
education, leisure activities, structured recreation, and group meetings.
