1) Create data infographics that reflect the Latinx/Latino community 
that are simple to understand to share with community members

• Using WA DOH Dashboard for easily sharing or 
demonstrating to Latinx/Latino community what is 
currently happening with COVID-19 cases, vaccines, 
boosters etc.

2) Create COVID-19 messaging for late summer/early fall in Spanish 
and Indigenous languages that can easily be shared in audio 

• For example: podcast and radio

3) Work on consent form for youth specifically tailored for the 
Hispanic community, youth and families

• Help youth understand rights to accessing medical 
services/vaccine and educating parents on why this exists in 
a culturally appropriate way

• Look into utilizing TicToc to reach younger age, population, 
and youth

4) Create directory of interpreters/translators for Indigenous 
languages of Latin America that are spoken in Washington state.
