To Avoid Costly Damage

When drug criminals operate on motel  
property, owners pay a high price:

Take Action
To Protect Your Property

Property damage.•

Revenue loss.•

Negative publicity.•

Employee turnover.•

Litigation costs.•

Pay with cash.•

Are local residents.•

Have no photo identification.•

Appear to be using drugs.•

Require visitors to use main entrance.•

Cancel missing keys immediately.•

Perform daily room checks.•

Walk halls and building perimeter.•

Talk with nearby motels about suspicious•
individuals.

Know signs of drug-related behaviors.•

Be aware of chemical smells.•
