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What is SNAP Market Match?

SNAP Market Match is a nutrition incentive
program that helps families and individuals
who use Supplemental Nutrition Assistance
Program (SNAP)/EBT increase their ability to
purchase fresh and local fruits and vegetables
from local farmers markets.

At more than 100 participating markets, customers who use SNAP benefits at
farmers markets can receive extra funds in the form of SNAP Market Match
currency for fruits and vegetables!

New for 2023: Match Changed to $25 Per Day

SNAP Market Match is a support for families wanting to stretch their healthy food
budget. Over the last few years, we have learned a lot about helping
Washingtonians eat healthy. Demand for the program in the last two years has
grown faster than we expected.

Because of this demand, we are making changes to the program to make sure
it can continue. Starting January 1, 2023, the daily cap available for SNAP
Market Match participants is $25 a day. This will allow the program to support
people consistently if funding changes.
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SNAP Information

The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) is a federal program
offered by Food and Nutrition Services division of the United State Department
of Agriculture. SNAP provides nutrition benefits to supplement the food budget
of lower-income families so they can purchase healthy food and move towards
self-sufficiency.

How do SNAP customers receive and use SNAP Market Match currency?

e SNAP customers visit participating farmers markets, swipe their SNAP/EBT
card at the information booth to receive SNAP Market Match currency in
addition to SNAP/EBT currency.

e SNAP customers use SNAP Market Match currency to purchase eligible
items from farmers market vendors selling eligible products.
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What can SNAP customers use SNAP Market Match currency for?

SNAP Market Match currency can only be used for:

e Fresh vegetables

Fresh fruits

Mushrooms

Fresh herbs

Seeds and plants intended for cultivation and consumption (e.g.,
tomato seeds or tomato plants)

SNAP Market Match currency cannot be used for:

e Dried, canned, or frozen vegetables

e Dried, canned, or frozen fruits (including jams/jellies, and fruit juice or
cider)

e Dried herbs

e Nufts, seeds, eggs, baked goods, seafood or meats, and milk or cheese
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SNAP Market Match Talking Points

SNAP Market Match is a nutrition incentive program that helps families
and individuals who use SNAP/EBT increase their ability to purchase fresh
and local fruits and vegetables from local farmers markets.

SNAP Market Match is available at over 100 participating farmers markets
around Washington State. Benefits can be obtained by visiting the market
information booth.

SNAP Market Match works with local farmers markets to increase access
to fresh nutritious food, support healthy communities, promote
sustainability, and stimulate local economies.

The Washington State Department of Health, Department of Social &
Health Services, Washington State Farmers Market Association, and local
farmers markets partner and collaborate to ensure that everyone who is
eligible for SNAP/EBT knows about the SNAP Market Match program and
can access benefits.

SNAP Market Match is funded through the Washington State Legislature
and a Gus Schumacher Nutrition Incentive Program grant from the United
States Department of Agriculture. The program is administered by the
Washington State Department of Health.

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SNAP Market Match Social Media GIFs

Bring your social media story posts to life with GIFs!

SNAP Market Match GIFs are available for Facebook and Instagram stories!

When posting from one social media platform, be sure to cross post to both
Instagram and Facebook at the same time to double your social media reach.
Read how to automatically cross post by updating your social media settings.

What are GIFs?

The acronym GIF stands for “Graphics Interchange Format.” A GIF is a short,
animated picture without sound. GIFs are a fun way to jazz up your social media
stories by correlating your story post with animated images.

How to add GIFs to Instagram story post

1. Open the Instagram camera by swiping right anywhere on your feed, or
tapping the + icon that appears on your profile photo at the top of the
feed.

Take or add a photo or video.

In the story editor, tap the sticker icon (the square smiley with a corner
peeled up) at the top of the screen.

In the sticker tray, select the GIF sticker with the magnifying glass.
Search for a GIF using the keyword “SNAP Market Match”

Tap the GIF to select it.

Drag the GIF fo move and resize if.

Repeat to select multiple GIFs for one story if needed.
