
Cer fied consultant requirements 
To qualify for cerƟficaƟon as a medical cannabis consultant the 
applicant must: 

1. Be 21 years of age or older. 

2. Pass the Department of Health‐approved cerƟfied 
 medical cannabis consultant training program. 

3. Complete CPR training. 

4. Apply for cerƟficaƟon by compleƟng and returning 
 the cerƟfied medical cannabis consultant applicaƟon 
 form with the applicaƟon fee. 

Background check 
To protect the public, the department considers criminal and 
civil history, and other factors when processing this cerƟficaƟon.  

A criminal convicƟon or other negaƟve event may not automaƟ‐
cally bar an applicant from obtaining a cerƟficaƟon. Each appli‐
caƟon is considered on a case‐by‐case basis.

Medical cannabis  

laws and rules 
The Cannabis PaƟent ProtecƟon Act  was signed into 
law April 2015 and went into full effect on July 1, 2016.  

This law aligns licensing and regulaƟon of all cannabis 
producers, processors, retail stores and paƟent cooper‐
aƟves under the oversight of the Washington State Liq‐
uor and Cannabis Board (WSLC).   

The Washington State Department of Health manages 
the medical cannabis database system and credenƟaling 
of medical cannabis consultants who work in medically 
endorsed cannabis stores.

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What is a medical cannabis consultant? 
All licensed and medically endorsed cannabis retail stores are required to  have a cerƟfied  

medical cannabis consultant on staff to work with paƟents: 

What consultants know 
The Washington State Department of Health oversees the 
required consultant training programs. Those who take a 
medical cannabis consultant training course will learn about: 

 Washington state laws and rules. 

 Qualifying condiƟons and the common symptoms of each. 

 Short‐ and long‐term posiƟve and negaƟve effects of canna‐
bis use. 

 Products that may benefit qualifying paƟents based on their 
condiƟons. 

 The risks and benefits of various methods for using cannabis. 

 Warning signs and the risks of overuse, abuse and addicƟon. 

 Safe handling of cannabis products. 

 Strategies to reduce access by minors. 

Ethics and customer privacy and rights. 

Services not allowed by consultants: 
 May not provide medical advise. 

 May not diagnose any condiƟons. 

 May not recommend changing current treatment(s) in 
place of cannabis. 

 May not open and use actual products when demon‐
straƟng how to use. 

What consultants do 
The cerƟfied consultant is not a medical provider 
and can do only the following for qualifying pa‐
Ɵents within a medically endorsed cannabis retail 
store: 

 Enter paƟent and designated provider infor‐
maƟon from the authorizaƟon form into the 
database and create the medical cannabis 
recogniƟon card. 

 Assist the paƟent with selecƟng products. 

 Describe risks and benefits of methods for us‐
ing products. 

 Give advice on ways to properly store products 
and keep them safe from children and pets. 

 Show how to properly use products. 

 Answer quesƟons about the medical cannabis 
laws and rules. 

Note: We recommend calling your medically‐
endorsed cannabis retail store and scheduling an 
appointment with a consultant before you go to the 
store. 

Repor ng misconduct 
A cerƟfied medical cannabis consultant can work only in a li‐
censed and medically endorsed cannabis store.  

Consultants are not medical professionals and must follow 
strict guidelines when offering services. 

If you think a cerƟfied medical cannabis consultant has over‐
stepped their bounds, has provided services outside the canna‐
bis store, or interacted with you inappropriately, you may file a 
complaint.  

How to file a complaint 

1. Get the complaint form from the Depart‐
ment of Health web site 

2. Fill it out completely
